The Mango Tree launched in 2003, working in rural communities
in sub-Saharan Africa where AIDS-related mortality left high
numbers of children and young people orphaned.

Since then we have invested over £15million in education, health and rural
sustainable development projects, tackling the root causes of rural poverty,
and directly transforming the lives, families and communities of over
250,000 people.

Supporting access to education and training has remained the core focus
of our work, including £2.5million of investment in constructing educational
institutions and specific grassroots projects that remove the barriers to
education for those at risk of poverty and exploitation.

He,
and his older brother, Mapambano, were forced to
leave school to cultivate rice and maize to support
themselves, their mother and their half-sister.

Maneno was a hard-working student, and despite
frequently being sent home when he couldn’t pay school
fees, he worked in the evenings to keep up his education.
In 2003 the Tanzanian government introduced a policy
that shifted significant financial burden from the State to
students and their families, and Maneno thought that his
education was over. His brother started selling soap and
biscuits in the village and managed to save enough to
buy a bicycle, which was later sold to pay school fees.

Rabson Mwang'onda grew up in Kyela. Losing both parents when
he was just 9 years old, there was no-one to support him to remain
in school. The Mango Tree sponsored Rabson’s education from
2003, when he was 16 and in secondary school.

He went on to graduate with a Medical Diploma from Illembulla
College, and we continued to support Rabson through his studies
at Buganda University, Mwanza until he qualified as an anaesthetist.

to Malangali Secondary School in Iringa, which had a specialist deaf
department with teachers that could teach sign language. Here he
met Frank, who was also being sponsored by TMT, and they became
peer-support buddies and best friends.

Lugano’s education was so disrupted by illness and the trauma of
loss, that he didn’t manage to get sufficient grades to go on to study
A Levels. Disappointed and feeling as though his education had
ended there, he went to Dar es Salaam to seek work. Life in the city
was hard, and in 2013, when The Mango Tree constructed the Kyela
Polytechnic College (KPC), Lugano returned to Kyela to establish

a specialist sign language course at the college. “By 2015 I was
working full-time for KPC running a thriving deaf centre for
vocational training students.”

Driven to support other deaf young people, who are significantly
marginalised in the education system in Tanzania, Lugano embarked
on getting more specialist training to be able to set up his own
projects. In 2017, with funding from TMT, he established the Tanzania
Deaf Skills Forum (TDSF) with four colleagues from KPC, to support
and empower deaf people
to access practical
vocational skills.

Lugano is now married
to Grace and they

have two children, a
son, Fulton (6) and a
daughter, Faven (3).

Since its launch in 2017, the Tanzania Deaf Skills Forum (TDSF) has been
providing signing translation services for deaf young people, and training for
school teachers, college tutors and public sector practitioners. In 2021 TSDF
partnered with VETA Mbeya College to deliver a vocational training programme
for deaf students that provided bursaries, alongside specialist support to 125
deaf students. All of these young people have now graduated with qualifications
and skills in carpentry, masonry, welding, tailoring, and catering.

In order to assist TDSF to become less dependent on grant funding and allow
them to continue assisting the deaf community, The Mango Tree provided
business development support and investment grants so that they could
establish their own community café in Mbeya.
The café will provide income to support
